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TEACHING TIP: WORDS INTO PICTURES

NADINE MALCOLM WINS THE TEACHING TIP CONTEST.

This idea came to me when |
was teaching a study skills
course. Because the text was
too difficult to understand, |
had the students turn words
into pictures so it would make
it easier for them to learn and
study.

Goal:

To get students to take diffi-
cult concepts and turn them
into visuals so they are easier
to study, understand and
remember.

Task:

In groups of three or four,
students choose a concept,
idea, vocabulary, or novel.
The students then turn those
difficult concepts, ideas, or
words into a visual which will
become a study guide.

e  Students read the con-
cept(s) before coming
into class for general
understanding.

e  Teacher breaks the stu-
dents into groups of
three or four.

e Teacher gives each
group a large sheet of

white paper and pens,
markers, or crayons.

e  Teacher explains that the
students will draw a vis-
ual and reminds the stu-
dents not to write any
words on the visual.

e  Next each small group
gives a short presenta-
tion, explaining what they
have drawn.

Time limit:

It takes a class of twelve to
fifteen students two class
periods of 50 minutes to com-
pose the visual. It requires a
third class period of 50 min-
utes for each of the four to
five small groups to give the
short presentations.

Result:

The visual supported the stu-
dents as they discussed the
concept, vocabulary or novel;
they did not try to memorize
the words from the textbook.
The visual learners had an
opportunity to see words as
pictures which makes it eas-
ier for this learning style to
remember. Finally, the stu-

dents really seemed to like
this activity because they had
a chance to work in groups, to
problem solve, to be creative
and to draw.
